 Named for Daniel Boone, who was a frequent visitor to the 
area, Boonville is a small town located in the Foothills of the 
Appalachian Mountains.   
 Boonville was  incorporated on February 19, 1895 by the North 
Carolina Legislature.  The Boonville Post office was established on 
November 20, 1857.   
 Our population as of the 2000 census was 1,138, which is a thirteen percent increase  
from 1990.

 Making our Main Street more attractive and inviting more 
businesses to locate here would be a great start.  A little “face lift” 
may be just what we need to persuade passers-by to slow down and 
experience what Boonville has to offer, thus increasing sales and 
benefiting local business owners.   Economic growth is needed in 
order to provide our citizens with basic amenities (shopping, 
doctor’s offices, dentist offices, etc.) without having to drive to 
another town or nearby city, which is 25 miles away.   
 
 Water and sewer issues have hindered economic growth in the Boonville Community,  
and we need to investigate solutions to our infrastructure problems.  However, any solution 
will be costly.  A Community Center  would benefit our citizens as well.  Family functions 
and recreational activities can be witnessed in every season.  Our current facilities do not 
meet our needs.  Expanded sidewalks for walkers and bikers would also benefit our 
community and provide for healthier living.

  If you take a drive through Boonville, 
you may not see big businesses or busy shopping 
centers, but if you come through on a Tuesday 
night you will experience a relaxed atmosphere

These folks are always happy to tell you what they like about 
Boonville as well as some changes they would like to see.   You will also see kids practicing 
sports on the school fields, neighbors helping with yard work, and an auction house full of 
hopefuls.  Boonville’s citizens are rooted in hard work and ethics, and hopeful for it’s future 
growth.  Boonville is also a faith-based community which is appealing to those who desire 
to leave nearby cities and embrace a more community-oriented lifestyle with a good school 
system.

 There is potential for our small town!  There are currently 
plans to redevelop Boonville’s main intersection through the 
revitalization of several vacant buildings.  The vision for this area 
would result in the creation of job opportunities within the town 
limits, thus strengthening the town’s tax base, improving 
aesthetics, and creating momentum.  Our dream is for Boonville 

to become a “destination” for those touring the “20-plus vineyards within 20 miles” of our 
town and to regain its status as a place to “go to”.    Boonville proudly owns and maintains a 
public library which was built in 2002.  The product of concerned citizens’ hard work, it is 
likely that the loan on the library will be paid off this year.  This is a perfect example of the 
dedication of our citizens and their love for this community.
